Though Anton Bruckner is well known for his many symphonies, his early musical experiences were for the

Church, singing in choirs or playing the organ. He spent many years as a student at the Augustinian
monstery of St. Florian and later returned to St. Florian as their organist. In 1868, Bruckner moved to
Vienna to teach at the Conservatory. He began writing symphonies and settings of the Mass, in which the
influences of Brahms and Wagner are very evident. In 1879, Bruckner wrote a setting of the gradual Os
Justi, from the Common for Doctors of the Church. This setting was dedicated to Ignaz Traumihler, Regens
Chori at St. Florian. The canon-like entries of the voices and the gradual build to full voices works well for
brass. The original Alleluia ending has been changed to an Amen to complete the setting as the original
continued to another setting in the Mass.
